Class Descriptions
Beginner (1.0) — No previous tennis experience or 1-2 years of
very limited experience
Advanced Beginner (1.5) — At least one year of beginning
class or very limited experience, possessing a
knowledge of serving mechanics.
Low Intermediate (2.0) - Ability toraly at least seven bals
consistently over the net. At least two years
of consistent play.
Intermediate (2.5-3.0) — Full court execution of ground strokes
and serve. Ableto rally with consistency.
High Intermediate (3.5) — Coordinated serve, punch volley,
hits ball on the move, hits low to high
ground strokes and returns serve. Ableto
execute placement on all strokes.
Advanced (4.0-4.5) — Consstent power game. Can hit topspin
from both forehand and backhand side. Able
to control game with a strong serve. Ableto
implement strategy.
